This application for confidential voter status is a public record (Elections Code § 2166.7 (b)).  In addition, your name and valid mailing address may be disclosed for election, scholarly or political research, or government purposes pursuant to Elections Code § 2166.7 (d)(2).

Confidential status means that you will become a permanent vote-by-mail voter for all elections until the county elections official is notified in writing that confidentiality is terminated.  However, this confidential status will terminate automatically after two years if a subsequent application is not filed.
