We can begin such programs by
capturing rainwater and injecting it into depleted well fields. Aquifer replenishment
is both more economical than exploring for fresh sources and more environmen-
tally sustainable.

I would continue the effort to trade recycled water with Santa Cruz and keep water
plentiful and affordable for Scotts Valley customers.
